More regular meetings of the Task Forces will begin as soon as harvest is complete.  Site selection criteria are being developed and should be announced in October.

Windstone Buffalo – Nate Preheim announced that he is in the midst of developing a buffalo herd on land owned by Lyle.  Currently the focus is on getting fencing up.  He intends to have 20 animals by Spring, 2015.  Animals will be harvested in field.  His hope is to begin development of a herd in 2016-2017.

SDSU Research Day– Glen shared on his attendance at the Research Day with a variety of additional conversations resulting.
